The fourth Sanur Village Festival (SVF) is set for 12 – 16 August 2009 at the Mertasari Beach, Sanur. Themed “Marine Life”, various activities can be enjoyed in this five day fun-filled event. All members of the family can enjoy this festival with its range of events. 

Opening

The talented Balinese Artists will present a special contemporary musical performance for the opening ceremony to embrace the ambience in the main stage. 

Jazz festival

The classical music performances jazz festival will be an event that will definitely attract the crowds to Sanur. From August 12 to 16, starts from 2pm until 11 pm daily at the main stage, the event will be highlighted by Jazz Festival on the August 2009, and endorsed by Jazz Community in Bali. 

Parade

This year’s cultural parade will be similar to last year parade with more participants coming from hotels, community, tourism industry, and government of Denpasar. Participants of this traditional parade will involve carts from hotels in Sanur complete with tourist passengers, pepayasan, payas agung, gayotan for children, baris cina, and wayang wong (puppets). The procession will take place along Sanur area. The procession is scheduled before closing ceremony on 16 of August 2009. 

Visual Art –Highlighed Event 
For the following years, 2007 and 2008, Visual Arts Program Sanur Village Festival (SVF) is focused on painting and sculpture exhibitions. Held in 2007, painting and sculpture exhibition titled "A [r] tmosphere" in a number of galleries in the area of Sanur. This exhibition displays the works of artists from all over Bali. This year SVF will be held the exhibition of paintings and sculptures from selected dozens of artists. Titled "Green", and the exhibition concentrated on a beach venue in Sanur. This exhibition displays the works of the preservation of nature themed. Visual Arts Program SVF planned to take a different form from the previous two programs. Visual Arts Program 2009 SVF works on public -artworks. A number of selected artists will be invited to respond to public spaces in the Sanur area and works their artistic activities.Visual Arts Program SVF 2009 will display a combination of Art Works in open space and the coastal village atmosphere daily Sanur. Set of contemporary works that are designed to have visual and physical connection with the coastal and Sanur marine environment. Art works are expected to create innovative artistic atmosphere that is unique in this popular tourist area. Beach and Marine themes are to approach ecological art project. This theme is a common theme that will be carried in Sanur Village Festival IV in 2009. With variety works as in; Art 3-dimensional (sculptures, objects) for open space / outdoor, 
art installation, artistic sites in the public or strategic space , art performance and fine arts events. Activities will be implemented coincident with implementation of the Sanur Village Festival IV 2009, in the Month of August 2009.

Bonsai exhibition

Indonesia Bonsai Society has always participated since the beginning of the prestigious event of Sanur Village Festival at his time the bonsai community will also joined in Bali PPBI. Generally in Bali and in Sanur particularly, as a tourism destination not only presenting the potential form of Tourism, but we still have the other sub sectors such as agriculture and fishery and plantation. Plantation sub sectors could mutually support the tourism sector in the form of "Agro Tourism." Serving this area can be packed as an art - works by taking an object to grow - plants. Thus will delivered benefits that will help the government's efforts in preserving the environment for the world of "green" as the anticipated global warming. Another benefit is a movement for artists in general, which also require the facilities and infrastructure to support other media such as planting, pot etc. All of this will open the opportunity as "a creative alternative economy". 

Indonesia Bonsai Enthusiasts, traders, farmers from Bali and internationally gathered through the International event of Sanur Village Festival not only sees Bali as tourist destination but also utilize as a gateway to export agricultural products one of which is known in the art form of bonsai.

Mass Yoga 

Through a mass yoga event during the festival, approximately 1,500 participants will assemble at the beachfront of Mertasari Beach to follow yoga postures and movements from yoga gurus from all over Bali during the sunset. If in the previous years of Sanur Village Festival, the Mass Yoga were hold in the sunrise time, this new setting would bring the new different ambience and it’s just  a simply an activity which invites the Sanur Community to be healthy and have a well being in style. 
Golf Tournament 

The annual Sanur Open Golf Tournament in conjunction with Sanur Village Festival 2009, is schedule for August 14 - 15 at the Balibeach Golf Course. This event for golfers will be followed by a barbeque dinner and prize presentation and an evening of Balinese dance performances. As one of the highlight of the event, this golf tournament is open for all golfer from Bali and outside. 

Kite Contest 

Some of the kites that you will be able to see are the "Janggan, Sanur Bebean, Pecukan and kites of modern creation. Something unique in this year event will be the night kites, which is a kite contest at night equipped with fireworks. 

Beach Games 

Beach day activity includes a Jukung (traditional Balinese fishing boat). It will be around 7 Km far  with the route start: from Mertasari beach to Sunrise beach entry and exit in loloan Semawang continues to the Serangan Island and finish – line at Mertasari beach.  Then for the mixture of modern water sports include the sailing competitions in catamaran and lesser category. The wind surfing, sailing, fishing, and another various water sports are also include as the highlight of the sporting events during Sanur Village Festival 2009
