A fundamental component of the Sanur Village Festival from the beginning has been thought-provoking educational displays and interactive activities for both adults and children which strongly reinforce each annual theme.  “Marine Life’ is this year’s core topic and naturally the focus is on the ocean and the connectivity between the sea and human behaviors which take place on land which affect the long terms health of our seas, specifically pollution and litter.  

A dedicated ‘Marine Life’ educational and activity area will prove to be a popular gathering spot for all, particularly children given the line up of lively games, competition and activities organized by an array of non-profit and supportive private organizations.  The area will consist of educational displays which will be tactfully explained by volunteer staff, as well as a range of informative videos of interest to people of all ages.  However, interactive and stimulating activities is the most effective means to engage children who are widely recognized as the most vital custodians and long term guardians of the world’s vast, but severely threatened oceans.

A sampling of what is on offer, most of them complimentary given the amount of local children whom will benefit from participation, includes the following;

· ‘Rhythms of the Ocean’ drumming sponsored by Hanamah where children will literally enact the movements of the seas as they join a high energy group drumming and dancing experience…. African style!

· Daily marine trivia quiz sponsored by the ROLE Foundation with daily prizes

· Marine knowledge competitions sponsored by Scuba Schools International (SSI)

· Face Painting of all types offered by Sanur’s Cheeky Monkeys play group

· An enormous, plastic Snakes and Ladders game whereby children use their own bodies instead of a moving a small object around a small board.  It is exciting and educational at the same time (provided by PPLH)

· Craft making by Bali Hyatt’s Camp Sanur 

· Painting competition for children about ‘What we can do to protect marine life’ sponsored by the Japan Bali Association’s Clean Up! Bali committee

· GUS are providing a free environment handbook for Indonesian children

Educational displays and videos will be provided courtesy of Reef Check Indonesia and The Nature Conservancy, amongst other non profit organizations.

The exact time schedule and locations will be announced closer to the opening event and it is hoped that there will be more events yet to come.  Although most events are complimentary, it is hoped that individual donations will enable these organizations to continue their educational efforts.  The educational and activities program is just coming together as there are a number of players and they are all volunteers. 

“Marine Education is focal point of Sanur Village Festival as children are the guardians of the well being of our oceans”; said Lisa Cross, the coordinator of these activities about the main background of these activities.
