Gear Up for the 2009 Sanur Village Festival’s 

“Beach Clean-up Campaign” 

Sanur - Bali, July 20th, 2009 – Sanur’s tourism industry stake holders will conduct the                                   ”Beach Clean-up Campaign 2009” as part of the Sanur Village Festival 2009 celebration on 8 August , 2009, commencing from 6.30 am to 11.30 am.

This year will be the third year for the Sanur community to hold the event. Each hotel, restaurant, travel agent, dive shop, art shop and other businesses in the Sanur area have shown their enthusiasm and great support in the past two years and will contribute even greater support this year. 

Related to the “Marine Life” theme for the 2009 Sanur Village Festival and as a highlight for the  “Beach Clean-up Campaign”, the committee will work together with TPA (Tempat Pembuangan Akhir) or the final dump site at Suwung. The TPA Suwung will start their new “Waste to Energy” composting system to produce electricity from the wastes.

All the organic waste collated from the beach clean-up will be sent to TPA Suwung for the composting process. This will show the great support from the hospitality industries in Sanur to conserve the environment.

Additionally during the Sanur Village Festival, the TPA Suwung together with Sanur’s Green Association will have one educational booth at the bazaar area to give more information about the “Waste to Energy” system and other environment conservation programmes. 

As for the “Beach Clean-up Campaign”, the senior management from some hotels have volunteered to form a committee to coordinate this campaign, which will be started at three different zones in Sanur area.

Three zones of the beach cleaning area will be the same as in the previous years, namely:

· Zone A (North Sanur): Starts at Matahari Terbit and ends at Pantai Sindhu

· Zone B (Central Sanur): Starts at car park near Parigata Resort and ends at Pantai Sindhu

· Zone C (South Sanur): Starts at Pura Mertasari parking area and ends at car park near Parigata Resort

Committee members are responsible for disseminating information to hotels, restaurants, tour operators and shops in their respective zone.  Businesses from each area then collectively pool their representatives to join the beach clean-up campaign on Saturday.

The committee through has also invited high school students from Sanur area to join this campaign, so that the younger generation can learn first-hand about beach cleaning as part of environmental conservation. 

Approximately 500 people are expected to join this year’s “Beach Clean-up Campaign”. 

The “Beach Clean-up Campaign” will also give all participants the opportunity to mingle with one another and to broaden their network from the Sanur community in a casual gathering after the beach cleaning. The gathering point will be at the Wisma Werdhapura, Sanur.  “It will be really great to see people from this friendly village coming together for a useful, yet also fun occasion” said Khika Warsana, Public Relations Manager of the Bali Hyatt, who is also the Coordinator of this year’s “Beach Clean-up Campaign”.
